Abbeydale Brimstone 3.9% ABV

Russet brown bitter made with Amarillo hops, a
refreshing take on an English bitter.

Abbeydale Chocolate Stout 4.5% ABV

Rich tasting stout with an underlying taste of
chocolate and coffee beans.

Acorn Old Moor Porter 4.4% ABV
Crystal, black and chocolate malt in abundance
produce a luscious porter.

Acorn Sovereign 4.4% ABV
A well balanced bitter with plenty of fruit and malt
and excellent mouthfeel.

Acorn Kashmir 4.7% ABV

Ruby coloured premium beer with mellow roast malt
flavours and light bitterness.

Acorn Golovka 6% ABV

Imperial Stout with deep roast maltiness, hoppy
aroma and liquorice flavour.

Bollington Nights 3.9% ABV
Smooth dark ale with a light flavour and aroma, but
a definite bitterness.

Bollington Oat Mill Stout 5% ABV
An Oatmeal Stout with a hoppy bitter taste keeps the
sweetness in check.

Bradfield Farmer’s Stout 4.5% ABV
A dark enriched stout with a balanced flavour of
roast malt, flaked oats and hops.

Brew Company Autumnus Porter 4.7% ABV
Red-brown porter spiced with nutmeg and

cinnamon.

Brew Company St. Petrus Stout 5% ABV

A dry black stout with a smooth roasted malt
character and a slight coffee flavour.

Brew Company Tantalus 6.5% ABV
Belgian dark dubbel made with dark crystal malts,
deliciously strong.

Brown Cow Bow Locks Stout 5.2% ABV
Full-bodied stout with roast and caramel flavours.

Crown Smokin Oktoberfest 4.5% ABV
Subtly malty with hints of caramel and raisins and a
slightly smokey aftertaste from the smoked malt.

Elland 1872 Porter 6.5% ABV
A rich and complex porter with a port nose and
coffee and bitter chocolate flavours.

Fernandes Malt Shovel Mild 3.8% ABV
Lightly roasted dark malty mild with chocolate and
malt aftertaste.

Fox Harvest Brown 4.8% ABV

Strong brown ale made with hazelnuts, malty with a
warming nuttiness.

Fox Nelson’s Blood 5.1% ABV
Deep reddish ale, malty with light, spicy flavours
along with a rich molasses, rum-like taste.



Ilkley Smoked Witch 5.0% ABV
Strong bitter with cinder toffee flavour and a hint of
smoke.

Leeds Gathering Storm 4.4% ABV
A traditional stout with dark roast malts and subtle
hops and a rich finish.

Leeds Midnight Bell 4.8% ABV
A strong dark mild with crystal and chocolate malts.
Rebellion Mild 3.5% ABV
A mellow nutty dark mild.

Robinson Old Tom 8.5% ABV

Dark chocolate strong ale with rich warming
molasses, liquorice and aniseed hoppiness.

Saltaire Winter Ale 4.9% ABV

Russet coloured winter ale with fruit malt and
pleasant Mittlefriih hop flavours.

Spire Twist and Stout 4.5% ABV
Smooth rich stout with coffee and roast malt and a
dry finish with ample bitterness.

Wentworth Imperial Ale 3.8% ABV

Sharp, tawny coloured ale with a lasting bitterness.

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Wentworth Brown Ale 44% ABV
Well-hopped brown ale with a fruity aroma and a
bitter finish.

Wentworth Short & Stout 4.5% ABV
Smooth dry stout with burnt toffee and caramel
flavour.

White Rose Conqueror 4.0% ABV
New beer — no tasting notes available.

White Rose Festival Special 4.1% ABV
Festival special — no tasting notes available.

Vale Black Swan Mild 3.9% ABV

Dark and smooth with a full roasted flavour that
belies its strength.

Vale Black Beauty Porter 4.3% ABV
Heavy malt flavour gives way to a wonderful hop
character.

Vale Grumpling Ale 4.6% ABV

Premium ale with complex malt and hop flavours
and a more-ish smack.

Imported Lagers (50cl Bottles)

Friith Kolsch 4.8% ABV
Delicate and refreshing, less bitter than a Pilsner,
with a delightful biscuitiness.

Jever Pilsener 4.9% ABV
The label says 'Friesisch Herb' which is 'Fresh, dry’
and this is so.

Veltin Pilsener 4.9% ABV
This beer is regarded by many as one of Germany’s
finest examples of a pilsener.

Schlosser Alt 4.8% ABV
Copper coloured subtle nutty beer with a pleasant
malt finish.

Produced from traditional cider apples from
Crossman’s own orchards, well balanced and tasty.

Fruity medium cider, it has a sweet appley flavour
and a strong orange colour.

Fermented and matured in oak ex-rum barrels to give
it a distinctive flavour.

Organic cider made from some of the oldest orchards
in the country.

Made from the final windfalls, giving the apples

more time to mature.

Other ciders from Allen, Hartland and Rathay’s Old
Goat subject to availability.
