1. Alma - Church Street 
              John Smiths Cask 
              Open plan pub with loud music during the evenings. 
 

2. Ash Inn - Barnsley Road 
              John Smiths Cask and Guest Beer 
              Small pub on the road into Wombwell. Footpath of the road can be found 
              at the rear of the Garden. 
 

3. Barley Sheaf - Aldham House Lane 
              Tetley Cask 
              Off the main crawl routs but well worth starting or finishing here. Large two 
              roomed pub.  
 

4. George - Orchard Street 
              John Smiths Cask 
              Popular locals pub, Quite small and can get very busy. 
 

5. Horseshoe  - High Street 
              Guest Beers 
              Wombwell’s Wetherspoons. Large two levelled drinking area with 
              TV’s, no sound unless football is shown.  
 

6. Junction Inn - Wath Road 
              John Smiths Cask 
              Two roomed pub that offers a comfortable stop if walking on the footpaths 
              that congregate in the area. 
 

6A. Low Valley Arms  - Station Road 
              Worthington Cask  
              Two roomed local, the pub is said to be haunted.  

7. Tavern– Lundhill Road 
              John Smiths Cask and Guest Beers 
              Mainly catering for food, this out of the way pub has two guest beers and a 
              drinking area for non diners. 
 

8. Meadow - Meadowgate off Wath Road 
              Guest Beer 
              Part of the Brewster's pub chain, the pub has a large family area and fun 
              area for the kids. 
 

9. Old Moor Tavern - Everill Gate Lane 
              John Smiths Cask, Guest Beer 
              A wonderful pub with a drinking area, the pub mainly caters for food, but 
              drinkers are made very welcome. 

10. Prince of Wales - High Street 
              John Smiths Cask 
              Popular pub in the heart of the town, the handpump may not have a 
              pumpclip but does serve real ale. 
 

11. Railway - Station Road 
              John Smiths Cask 
              Open plan pub with a small lounge. 
 

12. Royal Oak – Church Street 
              John Smiths Cask 
              Multi roomed pub with loud music at weekends.  
 

13. Thawleys – Station Road 
              John Smiths Cask and Guest Beers 
              Large open plan, split level with dividers. Large bar.
